Thanks for your e mail regarding our application.

I have attached a copy of my degree as requested. My employment involving agricultural land classification
goes back to the early 1970s I worked for the Alberta Assessment Branch for approximately 18 months doing
farm land assessments. I then worked for just short of a year with the Alberta Lands Branch in the Peace river
area where I would estimate about 80% of my work involved classifying land for agricultural use. I then moved
to BC where I worked for the BC Lands Branch from about 1973 to 1982. My work in the Kamloops, Bulkley
Valley and Cariboo areas involved assessment of suitability for agriculture about 20 to 30% of my time.

I retired in 2002 after the government eliminated the position I and others like me were in. As you can see my
employment that involved agricultural land suitability assessment dates back 30 to more than 40 years ago and I
do not have any documents proving what I did. All I can do is assure you that my information is correct and [
did use my degree for the purpose intended.

Dear Lindsay McCoubrey:

I am sorry to bother you , however a few days ago I received an e mail with several attachments related to our
application to subdivide within the ALR. Unfortunately I do not have a Land commission file number and am
hoping that our name and the fact it was forwarded to you from the central Kootenay Regional District will be
sufficient to help you find our file. We are located in south Lister south of Creston. If not please let me know
and I can try and get more information.

My reason for wanting to contact you is that the attachments sent from the Regional district included
information to the effect that our land had an agricultural classification of class 2 with limitations for
topography and soils as I recall. I am a retired professional agrologist and in the early years of my employment
did agricultural land classifications. although it was more years ago than I want to remember when you do
something literally thousands of times it is hard to forget.

You will note that the north and south hayfields are divided by a creek and gully. The slopes on the south side
are 30% to 35% and are even difficult to walk up without something to grasp. The slopes on the north side are
20% to 30%. There is evidence of historical land slumping presumably when it was logged and burned or
burned and then logged around 70 years ago. The gully would be class 7 for agricultural.

The hayfield to the south of the gully was tilled and left fallow for two years a few years back. I then seeded it
to a mix of brome, orchard grass and alfalfa. As there is no water available for irrigation [ only get one cut per
year. I do a second cut but only to get rid of the stems of alfalfa so I do not have dead stems in the first crop the
following year. Last year for example I got 4 round bales weighing about 1000 pounds off both north and south
fields. There are a few slopes in both fields, however it is marginal whether topography would be a limiting
factor. However moisture most definitely is a severe limiting factor with perennial forage crops the only
marginally viable option. In this case I say viable only meaning an option for some production. However it is
far from economically viable. My point in all of this is that the arable land is at best only class 4 with moisture
and soils as limiting factors.
